Ms. Eggers – Ms. Eggers reported that the Rabies Clinic will be held this Saturday, October 5th 
from 1-3 P.M. in the pole barn.   

Mr. Hatcher – Mr. Hatcher reported that Public Works will be completing final pickup of 
branches for the fall.  All branches should be at the curb by October 1st.     

Mr. Hatcher reported that we have been working on the cyber risk management requirements 
with policies and some physical changes.  This puts us in a better position for cyber risk and 
allows us to have a lower deductible with cyber liability insurance.     

Solicitor – No report.   

Fire Commissioners – Mr. Cunningham, Deputy Fire Chief, reported that this time last month 
he reported that the department had applied for a FEMA grant and he is happy to report that 
they were awarded the grant. The grant amount was $163,500 and will be used to purchase  
turn out gear for the fire fighters.   

Mr. Cunningham reported that on Saturday, October 5th both fire stations will be holding an 
open house from 11 am – 3 pm.  Also, this week and next week they will be in the schools for 
fire prevention.  

Mr. Lyon – Mr. Lyon thanked Mr. Hatcher, the Police Department and Public Works for taking of 
the issues at Castleton Road and Grande Blvd.   The lines were painted and signage was 
placed to keep people from parking along the corners.  The site lines will be better and it will be 
safer for the residents.
